1 Rules

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS 2009-2012).

1.2 Racing rules 35, 61, A4.1, A8.1 and A8.2 will be changed. The changes will appear in full in the Sailing Instructions.

2 Conditions of Entry

These series are open to any boat 18.5 feet LOA or larger that holds a current Lake Lanier Performance Handicap Fleet (LLPHRF) Handicap Rating  and is a member in good standing for 2011 of Atlanta Inland Sailing Club.

3 Schedule

3.1 Wednesday Night Series I
The warning signal will be at 6:55 p.m. Races will be on each of the following dates: April 13, April 20, April 27, May 4, May 11, May 18, May 25, June 1, June 8, and June 15. There will be an awards party on June 22.  The party location will be determined at a later date.

3.2 Wednesday Night Series II

 The warning signal will be at 6:55 p.m. Races will be on each of the following dates: July 6, July 13, July 20, July 27, August 3, August 10, August 17, August 24, August 31, September 7. There will be an awards party on September 14.  The party location will be determined at a later date.

For each series, one completed race constitutes a series.
4 Fleets
Fleets may be adjusted on the Sailing Instructions based on the number of boats in each fleet. We expect to have one low sport boat/multi-hull fleet, one Mid/High sport boat fleet, three spinnaker fleets,  two non-spinnaker fleets and a performance cruiser fleet.
4.1 “Nearly One Design” Fleets

All boats will be scored in one of the above fleets. If three or more boats of the same type, with the same PHRF rating, and in the same fleet are registered by the fifth race of either Wednesday night series, there will be one additional "one-design” trophy given. This trophy is given only as a courtesy and does not obligate the boats to any additional class rules other than as required by PHRF. 

5 Registration
Registration for the Wednesday Night Series I and II is on April 1st, 2011, at Hideaway Bay Marina, 6330 Mitchell Street, Flowery Branch, GA.

Participants who have not paid their dues will be only scored for 1 race.  Each boat will get “One Race of Grace,” but must pay the registration and late fee by the next race to continue to be scored and be eligible for any awards.
